Is it to put on the exposed skin or clothes?

10 parts lemonscentedteatree oil (leptospermom petersonii)

2 parts atlas cedarwood

2 parts sumatra patchouli

We use a 2.5% dilution in carrier oil and apply to exposed skin.  I don’t know what would happen if you made a water based spray and used it on your clothes, might or might not work as well.   A friend in Florida dilutes it in witchhazel, adds distilled water and uses it that way, since an oil based blend just sheets off her skin in the Florida heat.

Every time I post it people write and ask "can I use lemon oil and tea tree oil instead of?"  and, of  course, the answer is no.  So you might add that wee bit of information to the formula...that they HAVE to find the leptospermom.  (and of course they can find it here. ;)

A lot of different ways to work with it.  The Leptospermom is the key to it though!
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
